We are especially proud that Tennis Ireland remains a 
recognised role model for Women in Sport. Meaningful 
progress has been made in developing female 
leadership, coaching, and participation—this remains 
a priority as we build a sport that is inclusive and 
representative at every level.

As was promoted during the US Open last year, tennis 
is more than a game—it is a proven vehicle for health, 
wellbeing, and connection. Studies now show that 
tennis can add up to ten years to life expectancy, 
while also supporting mental wellbeing and lifelong

of facility development, and we recognise the need for 
investment in covered courts—essential in our climate, 
where over 150 days of the year are typically wet. 
Steel-framed, weatherproof structures are increasingly 
cost-effective and should be a consideration for clubs 
wishing to enhance their playing facilities for their 
members.

This year also marked a bold new chapter for Tennis 
Ireland with the launch of our rebrand — a project 

that celebrates our values and ambition. The rollout 
will continue in the months ahead, and we are excited 
about the clarity and unity this will bring to our identity 
nationwide.

To our extraordinary volunteers: thank you. 
Your dedication to our clubs, coaching networks, 
development pathways, and provincial programmes is 
the heartbeat of everything we do. The growth in our 
tournament calendar—now approaching the upper 
limits of what we can accommodate for ITF and Tennis 
Europe events—is thanks in no small part to your tireless 
efforts and that of the competitions staff.

Throughout the past year, I have had the privilege of 
visiting clubs, attending provincial AGMs, tournaments, 
and awards evenings. These engagements are, without 
doubt, the most rewarding part of my role. They 
remind me of the passion, energy and camaraderie

Our goal in Tennis Ireland as Kevin notes is to give all of 
you, our tennis community; “the game of your life”, The 
Board, the Tennis Ireland Executive and our army of 
volunteers are as always focused on an enjoyable tennis 
experience for all; new memories, more players, better 
players, more courts and better courts. The launch of 
our new logo underscores this ambition. Tennis is a 
great and popular sport; look alone at the success of the 
autobiography of our Davis Cup Captain, Conor Niland. 

2024 was an important year for Irish Tennis. Increased 
membership numbers, increased numbers in and of 
competitions, a welcome return of the Irish Open at 
Carrickmines and wins both in the Davis Cup and the 
Billie Jean King Cup. The development of Enjoy Tennis 
and Women in Tennis Programs are central to making 
our sport more inclusive and more accessible. The 
continued progress in performance tennis programs 
combined with the increase in junior international events 
bodes well for our sport.

When I took over as Chair I looked at the position of Irish 
tennis versus other countries and while many learnings: 
one statistic stood out: according to the ITF we have a 
lot fewer courts per population than other countries. We 
have one club court per 7,100 citizens versus one court 
per 3,200 citizen in a sample of 15 similar countries to 
Ireland or one court per 2,000 when you include larger 
countries. To grow our sport, improve our sport and 
ensure it remains inclusive requires more courts; both 
in existing clubs, new clubs and also the revamp of the 
many public courts which by number are greater than 
our number of club courts. This is a longer term project, 
5 years+, and is a keen focus of Tennis Ireland.   

In 2024 we invested in events, with as mentioned the 
successful return of the Irish Open and the hosting of 
the Davis Cup in Limerick to a sell out crowd. We look 
forward to our home Davis Cup tie versus China later 
this year. Hosting home Davis Cup ties and international 
tournaments requires considerable investment and in 
2024 represented the main driver of our increase in 

expenditure. These are not new initiatives but a return 
to key events post Covid. To relaunch such events 
requires investment in the early years and sponsorship 
and commercial income in the latter years.

We also continue to invest in facilities with commitments 
made to the Dundalk Tennis Arena together with a 
generous benefactor. The development of tennis 
facilities around third level educational facilities is an 
important development for Irish Tennis; whether the 
proposed UCD and benefactor funded tennis centre, or 
the proposed Thurles Regional Sports Campus Project 
or our current National Tennis Centre in DCU; which we 
will likely invest in during 2025.

But all of this comes at a cost. This year as a result we 
saw a decline in our surplus to an almost breakeven 
level, but we will continue our programme of investment 
in our sport.  Grant funding from Sport Ireland and 
other sources comprises 31% of our income and matches 
our club and player capitation fees with the remaining 
38% comprising mainly tournament, sponsorship and 
Performance squad income. Tournament Income and 
Sponsorship income both represented the highest 
percentage growth. 

As a Board we also have to keep a keen eye to our

tournament capitation fees and we will also have 
consider  our level of player capitation fees during 

2025. Such decisions are the subject of considerable 
deliberation and are not made lightly and are 
necessary so we can continue to invest in and progress 
our sport.     

It would be very remiss of me not to mention two 
particular greats of Irish tennis that we lost this year 
and who made very different but equally valuable 
contributions. Firstly, the great Matt Doyle who helped 
Ireland scale incredible heights on the international 
stage. Secondly Kay Lonergan who was the driving 
force behind the development of Parks Tennis with 
upwards of 15,000 children participating in their 
various camps and activities; Kay’s legacy will live on 
for a very long time. We remember them both. 

I would like as Chair to thank our Board and all other 
volunteers for their commitment and time given to the 
running and development of tennis in Ireland. It could 
not happen without this immense voluntary effort.

Working with volunteers, 
players, clubs, coaches, service providers and 
advocacy groups, the Enjoy Tennis programme 
provides an accessible and inclusive environment for 
people of all abilities to play tennis. In 2024, with the 
support of Sport Ireland, and working in collaboration 
with Liam and a small team of energetic and talented 
volunteers, Tennis Ireland were able to staff the Enjoy

We need to be mindful, however, that vetting is only 
one area of recruitment and committees should 
conduct reference checks and at the very least, an 
informal interview for all those working with children 
or adults at risk.

Tennis Ireland 
Leaders Course
The Leaders Course is a two-hour 
programme focused on organised 
play and level-based competition. 
Its objective is to empower club 
volunteers to run fun, inclusive 
playing sessions and structured multi-
match format competitions tailored 
to different levels of play.

In 2024, our team delivered 
courses in Wexford, Ballypatrick, 
Fountainstown, Nenagh, Trim, 
Mullingar, and Athlone, with a total of 
71 participants.

We have also developed an online 
Activators Course, which is open 
and free to all.

Women in Racket Sports 
Programme  
The Women in Racket Sports Programme was 
developed in collaboration with Tennis Ireland, Table 
Tennis Ireland, Badminton Ireland, and Irish Squash to 
support female coaches from all four sports. In April 
2024, these National Governing Bodies held a Women 
in Racket Sports Day in Carlow Lawn Tennis Club. 
Female coaches from all four sports came together to 
network and share their experiences with one another.

The latter half of the day focused on active 
participation in which 75 girls and women had the 
opportunity to try all four of the sports in Carlow Lawn 
Tennis Club.

Women in Sport Week 
2024 
In line with Sport Ireland’s Women in Sport Policy, the 
theme for Women in Sport Week 2024 was active 
participation. Across the week over 450 primary 
school girls attended a Try Tennis session in the 
National Indoor Arena; 75 secondary school girls 
attended a Try Tennis Day in the National Tennis 
Centre; and 30 women availed of low-cost tennis 
lessons in the National Tennis Centre. 

Enjoy Tennis 
Enjoy Tennis is Tennis Ireland’s dedicated programme 
for players with a disability. It was established in 
2015 and aims to provide fun, safe and supportive 
environments to learn and play tennis. We collaborate 

with players, clubs, coaches, service providers and 
advocacy groups to provide an accessible and 
inclusive environment for people of all abilities to play 
tennis. There are now 166 Enjoy Tennis programmes 
across the island of Ireland with more than 1541 
players.  

The Enjoy Tennis programme caters for players with 
an intellectual disability (ID); with autism; with an 
acquired brain injury (ABI); who use a wheelchair; who 
are blind or visually impaired; who have dementia; who 
are deaf or hard of hearing; who have cerebral palsy; 
who want to improve their mental health; and who 
have a physical disability but do not use a wheelchair 
(para-standing tennis). 

In 2024, Tennis Ireland were awarded €50,000 
for this disability programme through the Dormant 
Accounts Fund. Tennis Ireland allocated €175,000 
to 70 tennis clubs nationwide through the Local 
Sports Disability Fund. Every club could apply for a 
maximum of €3000, with all clubs being awarded 
their requested value of funding. Many new Enjoy 
Tennis groups were established, and clubs were able 
to purchase specialised equipment and collaborate 
with licensed tennis coaches to deliver programmes. 
Summer camps, inclusion days and fun days were also 
organised to provide participants more opportunities 
to engage with the Enjoy Tennis programme. Tennis

Sport Ireland Tutor Training
We have one coach currently on the Sport Ireland 
2024 Coach Developer course nearing the end of their 
training with a further three applications submitted for 
training in 2025.This increase in Coach Developers will 
assist with the demand for delivering courses across 
Ireland at all levels and improve the standards for 
coaching in Ireland.

ITF Academy
The ITF Academy is an online learning platform with 
a host of Educational Resources which facilitates 
our Coaches to amass a portion of their Annual CPD 
points. We pay the ITF Academy an annual fee to 
the value of €50 which gives Licensed Coaches free 
membership to iCoach on the ITF Academy from 
March 2024 – March 2025. All 2024 Licensed Coaches 
received a code to access content delivered by global 
experts on iCoach.

It is important that all individuals or 
organisations who employ or contract coaches, 
(e.g., clubs, schools, parks, parents, and players), 
use the services of licensed coaches only. We would 
like to remind readers that Licensing is one of our 
safeguarding requirements under “recruitment”.

Licenced Coaches and 
Continuous Professional 
Development – CPD
The objective of our Licensing Programme is to ensure 
our coaches are up to date with all the statutory 
requirements around safeguarding, they keep 
themselves up to date in CPD, have registered with 
Tennis Ireland and are working at the appropriate 
Level for what they are trained.

The licensing scheme runs on an annual basis from 
January 1st to December 31st of the year in question 
with registration opening mid-December to allow 
for coaches to obtain their license in advance of the 
new year. Clubs and other stakeholders employing 
coaches, should ensure they conduct checks on the

Tennis Coach Ireland
Tennis Coach Ireland’s main function is to inform and 
represent the Irish coaches on all matters related to 
teaching and developing the game. There are over 
300 coaches registered with our Coaches Association 
TCI.

Tennis Ireland and Tennis Coach Ireland work closely 
together in areas like our licensing scheme where TCI 
manage the CPD part of the scheme and the NGB 
provide support to the association through an annual 
grant towards their operations and further support 
through the provision of free membership to the ITF 
Academy for all Licensed Coaches. It’s also important 
that clubs work closely with their coaches and involve 
them in the club’s plans and provide more security for 
the Profession by having written terms and conditions 
agreed between both parties.

With coaches needing 100 CPD points, TCI either 
approved or organised 21 events making a total of 465 
points available to coaches for 2024. As members of 
the ITF Academy subsidised by Tennis Ireland, coaches 
had lots of opportunity to amass further points.

For 2025 and 2026, we would like to continue to see 
and expand as many entry level tournaments being 
run by clubs to cater for local players. The lowest 
category T100 tournaments don’t require a permit 
if they are run as a standalone event and would be a 
great way to attract new players for a social multi-
match, fast scoring format that could be run in one 
day (4 matches) at both Junior and Senior level. 

In 2024, we held a record number of 17 International 
events, 6 ITF U18 events at the National Tennis Centre, 
Windsor LTC and Naas LTC, as well as Tennis Europe 
U14 and U12 events being held across the National 
Tennis Centre, Donnybrook, Belfast Boat Club, 
Ballinlough, Greystones, Waterford and Shankill. 
We also held International Masters Events which are 
proving extremely popular also. These events have 
been fantastic for our players to have opportunities to 
gain valuable experience and ranking points on home

During 2024, all sanctioned Open Tournament 
results recorded onto tournamentsoftware.com were 
automatically uploaded to the World Tennis Number 
system. This will ensure accurate Singles and Doubles 
World Tennis Numbers for all players who compete in 
Tennis Ireland Tour events.  

The World Tennis Number system is also designed 
to support casual and club-based play. Results from 
internal Club events and Box Leagues run using 
ti.tournamentsoftware.com (must include player 
TI PIN) are uploaded into the World Tennis Number 
database. In 2025, we intend to start using WTN 
for seeding in Adult tournaments with the hope for 
2026 that we can use WTN for grading into adult 
tournaments, something the player feedback forms 
have been asking for a while.

National Tennis Centre
The National Tennis Centre is still the only fully 
operational Tennis Ireland managed facility and given 
its great location and the combination of indoor and 
outdoor courts it is a key venue for yearlong promotion 
of tennis, a place where the local community can try 
tennis, performance and national level players come 
to further develop their skills, and a home to the Irish 
National squads. 

As such, the National Tennis Centre is a key facility 
for Tennis Ireland to invest in and further develop.

In 2023, with Dublin City Council’s support 
Tennis Ireland applied for the Community Sports 
Facilities Grant, projects we applied for were the 
redevelopment of the air dome over clay courts 
and upgrade of indoor court lightning to LEDs. In

Other funds received for National Tennis Centre in 
2024 were from the Sport Ireland’s Dormant Account 
Funding disability capital funding stream, where we 

made an application to improve the accessibility 
resources of the Centre, and we were awarded 
€40,000.00 for the projects we applied with. 

Two new staff members have been added to the 
National Tennis Centre in 2024, Facilities Manager 
Valerija Krsak and Leisure Attendant John Leonard.

The operational emphasis for the National Tennis

were no existing SOPs in the National Tennis Centre, 
so creating them allowed for a much more streamlined 
operation of the Centre in bookings and payment 
management, class signups, maintenance reporting, 
daily handover procedures, emergency procedures, 
etc.

Besides providing a key venue for performance tennis 
in the greater Dublin area, the National Tennis Centre 
prides itself in developing adult and junior social tennis 
classes, that have gone from having 80 people sign 
up per term in 2023 to now having over 140 people 
sign up to the last term in 2024. The revenue for 
our classes was €38,000.00 in 2024 and we set a 
target of €50,000.00 for 2025. These classes allow 
us to introduce tennis to the local community on a 
grassroots level, get kids and adults playing tennis and 
giving them a game for their life.

National Tennis Centre, Tennis Ireland and Dyuce partner up to activate and initiative for tennis ball recycling

Dundalk Tennis Arena
In a landmark project for Tennis Ireland as an 
organisation and for the development of tennis in

Tennis Ireland applied for the Community Sports 
Facilities Grant in 2023 for the Dundalk Tennis Arena. 
We were ultimately awarded €223,507.00 for this 
project.

Renovation and upgrade works are ongoing in the 
arena since January 2024, and we have earmarked 
June 2025 for laying of the courts and July 2025 as a 
potential timeline for opening of the Dundalk Tennis 
Arena.

This new state-of the art arena will house a variety of 
tennis programmes, planned, organised and led by 
Tennis Leinster and Tennis Ireland staff. The arena 
will provide the local community, schools, tennis 
clubs, provincial and national level players a place to 
experience the highest level of playing surfaces and

a high level of play quality. The surface has optimal 
cushioning with the bonus of high porosity, which 
makes it extremely useful in rainy climates, and allows 
for much higher utilisation all-year-long.

The two tennis courts on Sport Ireland Campus were 
earmarked to be open by February 2025, but due to 
delays in the building phase, the opening has been 
pushed back until June 2025.

These two courts will showcase a great opportunity for 
tennis clubs in Ireland, who are planning to upgrade

Access Tennis
Sport Ireland’s 2023 Irish Sports Monitor found tennis 
to be the no.1 choice for survey participants when 
asked what new sport they would like to try.

It is the strategic plan and vision of Tennis Ireland 
to make tennis the most played and easily accessed 
individual sport in Ireland by 2028. We want to break 
down barriers for anyone to play and take part in 
tennis. Ensuring we have enough facilities to do so is a 
key element in our Access Tennis initiative.

Given that most tennis clubs in Ireland have capped 
their memberships and have long waitlists for new 
members, Tennis Ireland has started looking at options 
to activate more than 1800 community tennis courts 
around the islands that our regional development

where we can activate new programmes, bring tennis 
to underdeveloped areas, allow the local communities 
to try tennis and members of the public to play tennis 
at all levels, all under one booking app, AceBook, that 
would allow management of any courts that we add to 
the Access Tennis initiative.

Throughout 2024 Tennis Ireland Development, 
Operations and Facilities departments have been 
working on creating a roadmap and planning out the 
development of Access Tennis, creating clear targets 
for each year until 2028.

Tennis Ireland and DLR County Council have reached 
an agreement where the pilot venue for Access Tennis 
would be Beckett Park in Dún Laoghaire. This location 
is ideal as it’s located near a large housing estate, the

Aside from just activating the courts and running 
programmes on them, we want to get usage data for 
any court we activate through Access Tennis which 
we would feed back to the local councils, giving them 
valuable insights on court utilisation and leading to 
further investments and development of tennis courts.

We plan to activate the Beckett Park courts by 
mid-2025, with courts in Clarinda Park, Marlay Park 
following soon after, and Dundalk Tennis Arena, 
National Tennis Centre as well as Sport Ireland 
Campus tennis courts being added by end of 2025 
to the Access Tennis initiative. Our target for 2025 is 
adding 40 courts around Ireland to the Access Tennis 
initiative.

PERFORMANCE DEVELOPMENT

National Performance 
Development Programme 
and National Camps
2024 started with another 16-week term for the 
National Performance Development Programme. 
The focus on physical development continued with 
more physical training blocks designed by Matt Little 
in early part of 2024. This area was further enhanced 
when MSc student in Athletic Therapy & Strength and 
Conditioning, Denis Ciuhat, joined the programme 
in February. The players enjoyed multiple on-court 
sessions throughout the term with international experts 
such as Matt Little, former world number 23 Guillermo 
Garcia-Lopez and Nikola Kuhn, who has a career 
high of number 174 in the world. The programme also 
welcomed nutritionist, Grace Miller, as she held a series 
of workshops for the players in the build up to the busy 
tournament season.

Tennis Ireland introduced an application process for

Having received over double the amount of 
applications for the places available, the programme 
offered more training weeks, more on-court 

hours, more strength and conditioning hours, more 
international trips, coach support at international 
events in Ireland, exposure to international coaching 
experts, sports psychology sessions, strength and 
conditioning programme designed by Matt Little and 
implemented in person by Denis Ciuhat and regular 
physical testing throughout. Once player selections 
were made the coaching team held a parents 
information meeting in Fitzwilliam. In 2024 the players 
also went on group trips to Aizkraukle, Latvia and 
Vilnius, Lithuania.

Tennis Ireland held a total of 14 national camps in 
2024 for under 10, 11, 12 and 14 players. Players got the 
opportunity to work with world leading coaches such 
as Simon Wheatley and Matt Little while training with 
the best players in their age group. The camps focus 
predominantly on tactical and physical components of 
training. Coaches were invited to attend the national 
camps as well as the coach education sessions that 
Matt and Simon provided in conjunction with the 
national camps. The feedback from players and 
parents regarding the national camps has been 
extremely positive and we look forward to further 
improving this offering going forward.

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Regional Programmes

The Department of Tourism, Culture, Arts, Gaeltacht, Sport and Media provided a capital grant in relation to the 
building of the National Indoor Training Centre via the Sports Capital Programme. Subsequent re-surfacing of 
the hard courts was also funded by the Department’s Sports Capital Programme. Under these grant agreements, 
the Minister of Tourism, Culture, Arts, Gaeltacht, Sport and Media has a charge over the related assets of the 
Company.   The re-surfacing of the clay courts at the National Tennis Centre also occurred and was funded by 
Dublin City Council and the International Tennis Federation (ITF). The construction of the Dundalk Tennis Arena 
got underway in 2024 with funding received during the year for this project from a non-state body third party 
benefactor.  The grants are deferred and recognised in the income statement over the useful life of the related 
asset. 

15. Company status
The company is limited by guarantee and consequently does not have share capital. Each of the members is liable to 
contribute an amount not exceeding €1 towards the assets of the company in the event of liquidation.

16. Capital commitments
The Company has entered into a contract for the building of Dundalk Tennis Arena, with an expected total cost of 
approximately €750,000. After donations and sports capital grant funding the expected commitment by Tennis 
Ireland is approximately €270,000.
